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Biblical Counselling Limitation of Services
Elisha House Pregnancy & Family Support Centre provides counselling for individuals, couples and families actively seeking God in redirecting their lives.  Using primarily practical biblical teaching, we seek to promote healing by addressing the issues of the whole person – body, soul, mind and spirit – recognizing that it is God who is the healer and that He is pleased to use His people as instruments of healing in the lives of those who struggle.  In order to do this, we draw upon the power of the Holy Spirit, the truth of God’s word, our training and experience in counselling and social work.  

Elisha House creates a climate in which it is possible for the client to explore options, uncover strengths and potentials as well as solutions to resolving the life issues they face.  We offer a safe place to revisit past history and injuries for the purpose of resolving those issues that are causing present pain.  Our counsellors seek to model and teach biblical skills that foster a relationship with the Lord, godly thinking, feeling and relating.  The counsellors are not licensed by the province of Ontario. They are qualified counsellors trained in biblical counselling through the Christian Counseling and Educational Foundation (CCEF), committed to continued learning through ongoing seminars and educational programs.  All counsellors have been trained in crisis counselling. Referrals will be made for professional counselling upon request and when needed.  The counsellors offer information, guidance on overcoming problems, emotional and spiritual support.  I understand that the biblical counselling has a fee for service and that there may be times that I will be asked to purchase necessary materials – books, workbooks etc. pertaining to the help I require.  
All information is held in confidence between the client and staff of Elisha House Pregnancy & Family Support Centre.  However, there are certain circumstances in which we would be compelled to break confidentiality:  if we believe you are at risk of suicide, where the life of a minor child/ren is at risk, where knowledge of physical or sexual abuse has taken place, if we believe you intend to harm another person.  In such cases Elisha House Pregnancy & Family Support Centre has legal obligation to report this information to the relevant authorities.

Information on this intake is used for ‘in house’ research.  Please know that any information taken from this form for research will be used without names attached to ensure the client’s complete privacy.
